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Annual Awards and Installation Banquet — January
This committee meets monthly from October through January and is responsible for the Chamber Banquet. The
Annual Banquet allows members to reflect on the previous year and to visualize the year ahead. The ceremony
consists of installing new Board Members and presenting the various awards to deserving recipients.

5K Chamber Challenge Run/Walk — September
This fundraiser for the Chamber offers members and the community to join together for a day of fresh air and physical
fitness in a beautiful setting—Cedar Lake Farm. Planning begins in August.

Education Committee
The Education Committee meets monthly from September through June. This committee is responsible for the
Chamber scholarships, Academic Excellence Honors, Chamber Civics presented to high school students, and the
CHOICES program presented to 8" grade students.

Home and Garden Show — April
Each April, the Chamber holds an exhibition giving businesses and non-profit groups an opportunity to show off their
products and services to the public. This event is a fundraiser and committee work begins in the fall.

Annual Golf Tournament — May
This fundraiser for the Chamber offers members networking and advertising opportunities. The three person scramble
is held each year. The committee for this event begins planning in January.

Membership Committee
This committee meets monthly to plan and set up the Chamber general membership meetings, survey members, create
ideas for networking and marketing, etc.

Finance Committee
This committee is responsible for overseeing the bookkeeping records, taxes and budget for the Chamber of
Commerce. Their ultimate goal is to ensure financial solvency for the Chamber. This committee meets, as needed, to
support the Executive Director with financial matters.

Outreach Committee
This committee meets monthly and is responsible for the Annual Economic Development Luncheon in January where
members and the community have an opportunity to hear the “state of Warrenton and Warren County”. This committee
is also responsible for the Chamber Resource Network and special programs presented in the best interest of the
members.

Marketing Committee
This committee is responsible for the marketing of both the Chamber and its members. Has been the spearhead for
the “Think Local, Be Local, Buy Local” campaign. It meets on the first Friday of the month.

Quest Leadership Steering Committee
This select committee’s responsibility is to plan the leadership program offered in a joint countywide effort. The
purpose of this successful chamber program is to develop emerging leaders and highlight the total resources of our
community, by giving participants an opportunity to meet with local businesses, organizations, and community leaders.
The committee meets monthly, as needed.

Student Quest Leadership Steering Committee
The responsibility of this committee is to plan the student leadership program offered to selected high school students.
This is a collaborative effort among the Warrenton Area Chamber, Wright City Area Chamber, Warrenton Schools, and
Wright City Schools. This program provides leadership development opportunities to high school youth through greater
municipal and community insights, accomplishments, and recognition.

As representatives of the Chamber, this committee was organized to attend Ribbon Cuttings and Ground Breakings,
and to welcome new businesses, professionals, and prospective business people to our community. This committee
meets as needed.
